6. Any student convicted of an offence under section 5 shall not be
admitted in any cducational institution for a period which may extend to [ive
years [rom the date of order ol debarring.

7. Any student expelled under section 4 or delarred under section 6, may
prefer an appeal in the prescribed manner to the appellate authority within a
period of thirly days, from the date of order and the decision of Lhe appellate
authority in such appeal shall be final.

8. In the case of a school or a college imparting education up to
secondary level the Divisional Commissioner. in the case of an alliliated degree
college the Vice-Chancellor of the affiliating University and in case of a
University the Chancellor shall be the appellate authority against the order of
capulsion of a student under section 4 or of debarring under section 6.

9. The provisions of this Act shall have effect notwithstanding anything
inconsistent therewith contained in any enactment other than this Act, or any
mstrument having eflfect by virtue of any enactment other than this Act.

10. The State Govérnment may, by notification make rules for carrying
out the purposes of this Act. |

1. (1) I any difficulty arises in giving efTect (o the provisions ol this
Act, the State Government may, by notified order. make such provisions not
inconsistent with the provisions of this Acl: as appears to il to be necessary or
expedient, lor removing the difliculty :
